FLY TIPPING CAN BE DANGEROUS TO THE PUBLIC

Environment bosses have issued a firm warning to fly tippers after a heavy punishment was dished out to a Haverhill man who 'potentially endangered human health' by dumping pharmaceuticals by the roadside.

Three bin bags of dumped waste on New Road, Shudy Camps, were traced back to the man by South Cambridgeshire District Council investigators.

In a second case South Cambridgeshire brought before Magistrates a man from Cromwell Park in Over, was found guilty of unlawfully depositing waste and fly tipping by the side of a road in Boxworth.

Despite being issued with a warning and fixed penalty fine after dumping waste in January, the man repeated the breach in June with the waste being traced back to his home by the District Council.

He was fined £500 for the offence, costs amounting £470 were awarded to the Council and a victim surcharge of £15 was imposed.
